Budget Update

As recent and continued news reports, local school districts are challenged by the effects of the recession as well as the lack of state aid payments.  The State of Illinois currently is behind by some $440K in state aid claims to District 89 from the last school year.  More recently, the Governor has issued deeper cuts to K-12 education for the school year that will affect special education and student transportation reimbursements.  All of these deficiencies are penetrating the district’s fund balance reserves at a rapid pace.  District 89 continues to trim its expenses where possible while not directly affecting educational programs.  Securing the district’s financial future is a goal we are working to achieve.
